Tаking the сase ofrоund islands,
the lаndwаrd/seawаrd аxis will operatr uпiquеly rаdiating .out from thе сenшe of thе island,
apрrеntly in evsry dirесtion, сrossing a тоgulаrisеd but сurvrd соаstliпе at every pоiпt'. Suсh
a mdial system is then augmеnted by additional grammatiсal means for distinguishing
loсations, movements аnd direсtions.

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aтtefaсts. As many have arреd rrсently (Duranti 1994; Basso 199б; Lindstrom 1990; Famell
& Gratrаm 1998), spatial relations are shown to bе сonstitutivе of soсial rеlations and
suЬtаntive idеаs. Sophistiсated means for the analysis of expressions of spatiаl rclatioпs
must bе available and these сhapters provide an invеntory of теsеаrсh tools that will pгove
usеful in this rеgаrd.

Beyond this general сall for inсreasing, interdisсiplinагy attention to spatial рraxis,
Bеnnаrdo's volume Ьegins to unify hypothеses гelevшtt to oсеaniс spatial rесkоning.
Palmer's сonffibution stands out in this rеgard for hе mаkеs а number of сlaims with resрсt
to the underpiпnings of oсeаniс spatial соordinatrs. of singular importanсе is his сlaim for
thе pтimaсy of a lшrd/sea axis in absolutе frames of referenсe, a position supртted direсtly
frоm еviфnсе for I.onggu' Nеmi, Tolai, Kokata, Маnam' Tokеlau, Alune and Ambar. ThE
data presented in other сhaptrrs fтom Tongan Niuе, Samoa and Fiji provide suggеstivе
еvidenсe that the land/sea axis is сentral to thesе islаnders' systems of oriеntation althouф
riсhеr desсriptions neеd to be brouфt into the disсussiоn шd exсeptions to Palmeт's сlaim
(Keesing 1997) need to bе ехamined.

In сonсlusion, this сollесtion of paрrs sets out srverаl paradigms fог futuтe геsearсh. The
ro1е of perсеptual salienсe and toрgraphiс proрrties in motivating сoncеptual lоgiсs hаs
bееn effeсtively arguеd. Comparative study should now br informed Ьy thе physiсal and
сultural influenсes noted herе аnd move inсreasingly towаrd a universаlist approaсh to spatial
rеferenсe. This does not mran that еxplшratory logiсs souфt by reseаrсheгs will bе
substarrtively the same дсross soсietiеs, but rather that inteтaсtions of humаn beings with theiг
envirоnmеnts hold thе kеy to explaining partiсulаr сoordinate systems. It should be possible
to explain thе univеrsal proсess by whiсh рrсеpfual salienсe selесts сarrdidates for the
foгmation of spatial сoordinate systеms whilе тesearсhers simulиneously ассount for
pаrtiсulaт systеms in terms оf their unique histories arrd influenсes.

Seсоndly, oсеаniс regional studies have bесn given a huge boost that should inspire
сontinuing investigation. of hiфest pтiority for this world аrеa is сlаrifiсation of the absolutе
frаmes of rеfетenсe prеdominating in spatial dвsсriptions аnd thе сomplementary roles of
relativr and intrinsiс alternatives. It will also bе impo*аnt to addrrss thе distribution of
spatial rеferenсing tasks оvеr sеlесtеd rrsourсes of oсеaniс lаnguagrs whilе simultаneously
addressing the prcduсtive, stategiс mustеring of thеsе rеsollгсеs in performаnсе.

Bеnnаrdo and his сolleagues сhallеngе rеsearсhers to сontinue their advanсes both
theoretiсally аnd empiriсally. With гesрсt to thеory, the сontributiоns demшtd improved
framеworks within whiсh spасe and plaсe сan be integrally and integratively investigated.
With respeсt to substantivе observations, сhallеnges will aгisе as wе follow oсearriс systrms
of spatial rеfетеnсе now doсцmentеd or soon to be фsсribеd' As Paсifiс islanders сontinue
westernising or moфrnising in theiт own tеrms and inсгeasingly join diasporiс movements,
spatial analyses will only grow in importanсe. How will loсal systems influenсe thе сaгdinal
logiсs with whiсh they сome into сontaсt and viсe versa? Hоw will new balances betrvееn
mobility and rеsidenсe enсorrrage islandeш to rеimaginr artсfасts, plaсes oг geographiс rеalms
and the valuсs attaсhed to thеm? How may nеw forms of multilinрalism support nеw forпrs
of spatiality? What rolе will spaсe and plaсe play in еmeфng Рaсifiс identitiеs? The prеsеnt
volumе offers a foundation for proсеeding.
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
