Note: The verb 'to be' cannot take a direct object (case 2). In the two sentences, The man is a hero. and The man remembers

the hero. - the word hero can appear to be a direct object in both cases. In the second, the hero is other than the man. The
man's action, rermembering, is directed to an object, the hero. The word hero 1s a direct object and must go in the 2nd case.
In the first sentence, the man directs no action to another, but is the hero. Since the man (subject - Case 1) and the hero are
one and the same, their identity is shown by putting both words in the st case. Another way to telt if a sentence has a direct
object(D.O.)isto ask the question: What does the subject verb ? If the sentence makes sense, the sentence has a direct object.
What is the D.O. Ex. What does the man remember ? - makes sense. But not - What does the man is ?
