Consonant Sandhi Rule 1

No Sanskrit word can end in more than one consonant. (This does not apply to roots.)
Example: When the 1st) case singular ending ¥ is added onto AT, we would get AT, a
subject form ending in a double consonant. Normally, the second consonant will be dropped.
Thus, we get AT Exception: When the first of a final double consonant is T eg 31_{'3

Consonant Sandhi Rule 2

Aside from vowels, only 7 consonants and visarga can be final letters of a Sanskrit word.
These 7 consonants and visarga, have a suitable sense of finality to them.
All other final consonants must be reduced to one of these, usually the hard letter of its own group.

see the frequent operation of internal visarga sandhi. Since the same form is used before the soft
endings beginning with ¥TH Visarga (:) will change in different ways, depending on the letter
preceding visarga (%) (see Lesson 7, p. 3) Examples:

The above diagram is derived from Lesson 3, p.2. All the verb forms of previous lessons have been in
the ACTIVE VOICE. The Atmanepadi endings are also used for the PASSIVE VOICE (p. 5 Lesson
3). But as the diagram above indicates - in the Passive Voice, ALL verbs are treated alike. The 10 ganas,
providing 10 distinct ways of forming verbal bases do not exist in the Passive Voice.

This lesson will first cover the Past tense of the Atmanepadr (Active) and give examples from the
— Ist, 4th, 6th and 10th ganas. It will then go on to the Passive Voice present and past forms.

I am Sfought makes
no sense. Also notice that the Active and Passive forms of this verb are the same. Most 4th conjugation
verbs occur as Parasmaipadi, where they are Active. When they are Atmanepadi, they are generally
Passive. Therefore this ambiguity rarely occurs, but if it should, the difference could be told by context.
