Nouns in 3K
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Indeclinables are in Sanskrit called Avyaya - unchanging. Their form remains the same in all cases,
genders and numbers. There are 5 types of Indeclinable.

1) PREFIX PREPOSITIONS: (upasarga) Used as prefixes to verbs and the words derived from them.
Ex. Ufd back 9fd- Y go back, return

2) ADVERBS: Ex. 3AA here d= there dcl then Q?ZIT-ﬂ'E( now

4) CONJUNCTIONS: Ex. o and A bu

1) Prefix Prepositions (upasarga)
Upasargas, when placed before a verb (or their derivatives) can be thought of as forces, which may
completely change, or modify, or intensify, or at times, have little effect on the original word. In other
words, the meaning of a prefixed root depends on how the force of an upasarga interacts with the verb.
The upasargas most commonly used in Sanskrit are:

Adverbs describe when, where and how with regard to the action of the verb. Adverbs are generally
indeclinable, although they can be derived from a declined form of the noun. For example the adverb
3A= here, appears only in the form given; whereas the adverb g’@? happily, or literally, with happiness,

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The Indeclinable Past Participle (IPP) is formed by adding the suffix &1 to any unprefixed verbal
root. This is generally done in identically the same manner as the addition of d or 9 in the case of the
PPP (See Lesson 11). The Indeclinable Past Participle can be formed by removing d or 9 from the PPP,

and then adding @T. *The letter % indicates that the addition of the suffix will not require guna
Usage

The Indeclinable Past Participle is used to indicate the first of two actions performed by the same subject.

Ex: @rfearn 3AGSH | Having eaten, 1 studied.
