This Index presents every entry in JNES 1-55 (1942-1996) according to the model established by the Journal’s 

annual indices.  It is divided into two sections: an index of JNES authors, and an index of books reviewed that is 

alphabetized by book author(s).  It covers the period before the Press’ electronic index begins. 

 Several features have also been added to the Journal’s model.  Multiple authors of any particular work are 

cross-referenced within each section.  Book reviews are cross-referenced under the name(s) of the reviewer(s).  In a 

correlative attempt to present all useful bibliographic information, the tag phrase “et al.”—used in the heading of 

JNES book reviews to indicate the presence of unnamed authors, editors, and the like—is replaced by the names 

themselves. 

 Since this Index is presented as a document, most vagaries and errors of the original uncorrected are left 

uncorrected.  Where an important and unobtrusive correction or improvement could be made, I did so (principally 

with the use of square brackets).  Likewise, where an author’s name was misspelled in the Journal, I added a cross-

reference with the correct spelling.  The Index, then, seeks to replicate the Journal on which it is based.
