Joins and Duplicates among the Bogazkoy Tablets (46-60)

by Jared L. Miller — Mainz/Miinchen

This latest group of joins and duplicates includes rituals, an oracle and
festival texts. It results primarily from my continued work on the publi-
cation of the remaining fragments from the excavation dumps of the
Temple I complex.! No. 51 is a MH tablet, probably late MH, the rest are
NH, Nos. 50 and 57 being late NH. All tablets originate from the Temple
I complex, except for Nos. 54 and 55, which are from secondary contexts
on the Biiyiikkale, and Nos. 46, 50 and 53, which remain without prov-
enance. Join Nos. 47, 48, 49, 51, 55 and 56 provide findspots for Bo frag-
ments previously without known provenance. Nos. 46-48, 49 (without
KUB 17.20), 51, 52 (without KUB 18.9), 54 and 56-60 I was able to col-
late, join (when applicable) and photograph in Ankara during the
summers of 2005, 2006 and 2007.2 Photos are included for Nos. 54, 56,
58 and 59.3

To KUB 46.39 I was also able to join Bo 6730, 7070, 7222, 7238, 7699 and 7704, yield-
ing most of ca. 1/3 of col. iii. I have also been able to find numerous other fragments of
and to make several further joins to this ritual complex, the most striking distinguish-
ing characteristic of which is the miniscule script in which its two or more tablets are
written. I hope to publish the composition in the foreseeable future.

In Kosak’s Konkordanz, Version 1.2 (www.hethiter.net), these fragments are placed
within CTH 495, which in fact is a general category, ‘Entstthnungsritual’. This series of
rituals for Arusna, though, is not the same composition as KBo 24.12 (495.1),
KBo 23.93+KBo 30.102 (495.11) or KBo 17.324+KBo 41.21 (‘495’).
